How to Reserve Tickets
Tickets must be reserved in advance through the Peoria Riverfront Museum website:

If the minimum numbers of guests are not registered (15), the event will be canceled and tickets
will refunded. The maximum number of Scouts is 40.

Timing and Location

Museum Overnight takes place at Peoria Riverfront Museum, 222 SW Washington St., Peoria, IL
61602. The sleepover begins at 7:00 Saturday evening and ends at 8:30 the following morning. Free
parking is available in the museum parking garage, off Water Street.

Check-in and Check-out will take place at the front desk, in the main lobby. If you enter the
museum through the parking garage, the lobby is upstairs.

Check-In
Check-In is Saturday, August 18" from 7:00-8:00pm.

During check-in, every parent needs to sign in and a completed participant release form. Extra
release forms will be at the front desk. The release form needs to be signed by the participant’s
parent or legal guardian.
